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SAM is NABCA’s flagship control-state dataset; it includes account-level data as well as value-
added datasets. The subscription price for SAM is $1,300 per month per state, up to a maximum 
of 10 states, or $13,000 per month for the full subscription. One user ID is provided per 
subscription. Additional IDs are priced at $100 per month per ID. An ID can be used by more than 
one person, but not simultaneously.  
 
The above subscription price, in addition to account-level data by SKU, includes value-added 
datasets such as green books and state warehouse information. However, the value-added 
datasets can be purchased outside of a SAM subscription and are priced at $260 per month per 
state. 
 
SAM data is delivered monthly and its subscription is billed quarterly in advance a difference from 
other NABCA data and report offerings, which are delivered monthly and billed quarterly in arrears. 
There is no charge for user training and hotline support. The following further describes the 
datasets included in a SAM subscription. 
 
     Account-Level Data by State 
 
          This dataset is often used by field sales personnel. Five years plus 
          current year data is available, and data by SKU by store is  
          included. 
 
          This data is used to track market penetration and store placements, 
          to identify major accounts and measure the effects of promotions, and 
          to create competitive sets. Account-level data includes pricing  
          information by SKU for all brands for the time period covered by the  
          data. All control states, except Michigan, New Hampshire,  
          Pennsylvania and Utah report sales by calendar month. Michigan, 
          New Hampshire and Utah report sales based upon 4-4-5 week fiscal 
          periods, and Pennsylvania reports using 4-5-4 week periods. 
 
     Green Book Data (depletion data) 
 
          Analysts use this data, as well as marketing and sales personnel. 
          This dataset includes state-level volumetric and pricing data by 
          SKU. This data spans the time period from January, 1999, to the 
          present and is used to track brand performance within the control  
          states and measure regional product performance. The effects of 
          pricing actions at the state level can be calculated. The length  
          and quality of this series makes it ideally suited for trending. 
 
     SAM IAM (inventory analysis and management dat a) 
 
          SAM IAM contains SKU-level daily warehouse activity data that 
          is updated each morning. This dataset contains the prior workday’s   
          inventory positions, as well as receipts, withdrawals and adjustments. 
 
Additional datasets are available for those companies that subscribe to the entire SAM package 
(purchase of account-level data for ten states). These datasets are also available a la carte. 
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Yellow Book Data (on/off-premise by SKU for PA, MI,  VA, OH) 
 
         Sales by warehouse district, on- and off-premise, are reported in this 
         dataset. Pennsylvania, Michigan and Ohio have more than one 

warehouse. In the past, the Commonwealth of Virginia had multiple 
warehouses, and its grandfathered districts have been used to 
prepare this dataset. 

 
     P1 Data (PA calendar month data) 
 
          This account-level PA dataset is similar to that described  
          above. However, sales are aggregated by calendar month rather 
          than by Pennsylvania’s 4-5-4 week periods.   
 
     N1 Data (NC largest 22 boards, on/off-premise by st ore/account) 
 
          Store and on-premise licensee-level sales detail for NC’s largest 
          22 boards is included in this dataset. These boards account for 
          approximately 65% of the state's total business, and 85% of the 
          state's on-premise volume. 
 
     PA SLO Data (PA special liquor orders with account- level detail) 
 
     PA Daily Account-Level Data 
 
          This account-level PA dataset is similar to the account-level data  
          described above, except daily sales by account are included.  
 
     NH Daily Account-Level Data 
 
          This account-level NH data set is similar to the account-level data  
          described above, except daily sales by account are included.  
 
SAM subscriptions are month-to-month with no long-term commitment required. 
 
Some information about the control states: 
 

·  There are nineteen major control jurisdictions (Alabama, Idaho, Iowa, Maine, Maryland’s 
Montgomery County, Michigan, Mississippi, Montana, New Hampshire, North Carolina, 
Ohio, Oregon, Pennsylvania, Utah, Vermont, Virginia, Washington, West Virginia, 
Wyoming) in the United States that account for 25% of the spirits business.  

 
·  Six control jurisdictions (Maryland’s Montgomery County, Mississippi, New Hampshire, 

Pennsylvania, Utah, Wyoming) are the sole wholesalers of wines and spirits. 
 

·  Twelve control jurisdictions (Alabama, Idaho, Montgomery County MD, New Hampshire, 
North Carolina, Ohio, Oregon, Pennsylvania, Utah, Vermont, Virginia, Washington) have 
retail outlets; seven (Iowa, Maine, Michigan, Montana, West Virginia, Wyoming) do not 
have retail outlets and are wholesalers only. 
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·  Thirteen jurisdictions (Alabama, Idaho, Maine, Montgomery County MD, New Hampshire, 

North Carolina, Ohio, Oregon, Pennsylvania, Utah, Vermont, Virginia, Washington) set 
retail prices for products sold within their geographical boundaries; the other six establish 
wholesale prices for products sold to retailers doing business with the states. 

 
·  The NABCA sells monthly data from the nineteen jurisdictions at the SKU level. 

 
·  Account-level (retail and on-premise licensee) monthly sales data is available for eleven 

control jurisdictions Alabama, Idaho, Michigan, Mississippi, New Hampshire, Ohio, 
Pennsylvania, Utah, Vermont, Virginia, Wyoming. 

 
·  Account-level data from Michigan, Mississippi and Wyoming is interpreted as warehouse 

depletions. Sales from the other eight states are interpreted as consumer takeaways and 
wholesale sales to on-premise licensees. 

 
·  Sales data from Montgomery County, Maryland, North Carolina, Oregon and Washington is 

interpreted as being a combination of consumer takeaways and wholesale sales to on-
premise licensees. 

 
·  Sales data from Iowa, Maine, Montana and West Virginia is interpreted as warehouse 

depletions to retailers who sell to consumers and on-premise licensees. 
 

·  Historical pricing information for products sold in the control states is available.
